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FUND COMMENTARY

· The fund is constructed using a blend of ten GuideStone Select Funds (GS4).

· The fund's asset allocation at quarter-end was 52% U.S. Equity, 23% Non-U.S. Equity, and 25% Fixed Income.

· The fund experienced a significantly positive return for th e quarter, and its performance exceeded its composite bench mark.

· The largest contribution to overall performance came from the fund's investment in the International Equity Fund GS4.

· The largest contributors to benchmark-relative outperfor mance came from the fund's investment in the Extended-Durat ion
Bond Fund GS4 and the Medium-Duration Bond Fund GS4.

· The largest component of the fund, the International Equity Fund GS4, posted a positive return for the quarter, yet its
performance failed to keep pace with its underlying benchmark, the MSCI All-Country World Index Ex-US (Net).

Standard deviation Ð A statis-
tical measurement of distribu-
tion around an average, which
depicts how widely returns var-
ied over a certain period of time.
Investors use the standard devia-
tion of historical performance to
try to predict the most likely range
of returns.When a fund has a high
standard deviation, the predicted
range of performance is wide,
implying greater volatility.

R-squared Ð Shows the per-
centage of a fund's performance
that is explained by movement in
the benchmark index.This shows
the correlation between the fund
and its benchmark. An R-squared
of 100% indicates that all move-
ments of a fund can be explained
by movements in the benchmark.
A lowR-squared indicates that very
few of the fund's movements can
be explained by movements in its
benchmark. An R-squared mea-
sure of 50%, for example, means
that only 50% of the fund's move-
ments can be explained by move-
ments in the benchmark index.

Beta vs. Benchmark Ð Beta is
a measure of a fund's sensitivity
to market movements as defined
by the fund's benchmark. A fund
with a higher beta relative to the
benchmark is more volatile than
the benchmark, and a fund with
a lower beta relative to the bench-
mark can be expected to rise and
fall more slowly than the bench-
mark.

Beta vs.S&P 500 ž Index Ð Beta
is a measure of a fund's sensi-
tivity to market movements as
defined by the S&P 500ž . A fund
with a higher beta relative to the
S&P 500ž is more volatile than
the S&P 500ž , and a fund with a
lower beta relative to the S&P
500ž can be expected to rise and
fall more slowly than the S&P
500ž .
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
