- The fund is constructed using a blend of eight GuideStone Select Funds (GS4).
+ The fund's actual asset allocation at quarter-end was 18% U.S. Equity, 7% Non-U.S. Equity, and 75% Fixed Income.

- Near the end of the second quarter 2009, the fund added a new allocation to the GuideStone Inflation Protected Bond
Fund GS4 (target allocation of 15%).

-+ As aresult of this modified allocation, the fund's composite benchmark changed to 18% Russell 3000z Index, 7% MSCI
ACWI Ex-U.S., 60% Merrill Lynch 1-3 Year Treasury Index, and 15% Barclays Capital U.S. TIPS Index (Series-L).

- The fund experienced a positive return for the quarter and handily outperformed its composite benchmark.

- The largest component of the fund, the Low-Duration Bond Fund GS4, generated a positive return for the quarter, and its
performance significantly outpaced its underlying benchmark (Merrill Lynch 1-3 Year Treasury Index).

- The fund's overall performance was most influenced by the fund's underlying investment in the Low-Duration Bond Fund
GsA4.
