The largest contribution to overall performance came from the fund's investment in the International Equity Fund GS4.

- The largest contributors to benchmark-relative outperfor mance came from the fund's investment in the Extended-Durat ion
Bond Fund GS4 and the Medium-Duration Bond Fund GS4.
